Over these five seminars we will explore several psychoanalytic approaches to thinking about works of art and creativity more generally.  We will also touch on the creativity of the therapeutic relationship.

The readings will consist of extracts from classic psychoanalytic writings on art and creativity, introduced by modern commentaries.  Some readings will explore the use of psychoanalytic perspectives in contemporary art and criticism.  

Week 1: Creativity and the True Self – Winnicott, Phillips

Week 2: Art as Reparation – Segal (Abella I)

Week 3: Art as Creative Thinking – Bion (Abella II), Hart 

Week 4: Art, Reality and Truth – Segal, Milner

Week 5: On being Blocked – Segal, Milner

This small reading group is designed for people who are hoping to train as psychotherapists and are either waiting to start or who are still in the process of thinking about or applying for training.  

Each week a psychoanalytic paper will be discussed.  Participants will be expected to read the paper beforehand.  Electronic copies of the papers will be available in advance.
